Clean your swale
keep drainage flowing

 
Help water flow freely to the storm drains: 
• Check your swale every week or two 
• Clear grass clippings, leaves, and debris 	  	
  (put in your green bin) 
• Keep downspouts out of swales

A swale is the shallow channel in your yard that 
directs rainwater to the storm drain.
